2. That the license should be suspended for five (5) days, with the option to pay
a fine in lieu thereof.

IT IS THEREFORE CONSIDERED, ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND
DECREED that the Class I License of B & B Classic Dogs LLC, dba “B & B Classic
Dogs”, 1020 Lincoln Road, Bellevue, Nebraska, should be, and the same hereby is,
suspended for five (5) days, with the option to pay a fine in lieu thereof, such suspension
to commence at the closing hour of business on the 10™ day of January, 2016, and to
continue until the opening hour of business on the 16™ day of J anuary, 2016.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the notice of suspension shall be posted upon
the premises, said notice to remain posted throughout the term of said suspension.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the licensee shall pay costs of this action,
assessed in the amount of $25.00.
